REFRESH: This leaves all your files, settings, and apps downloaded from the Windows Store intact and clear out the rest of the applications. Windows desktop applications will have to be downloaded and reinstalled.

RESET: Wipes your Windows 8 installation and starts from scratch. There are two types of reset. The first is a thorough clean that removes all of your applications and data and makes them irrecoverable by writing over multiple times. The second is a quick reset which formats the drive and reinstalls Windows 8.
