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There is now a Mac version of Family Tree Maker based on FTM 2010. And, there is a conversion program that allows for converting files created on a Windows PC with FTM 2008-2011 to be opened on a Mac. Files created in older versions of Family Tree

Maker 5 to 16  (.ftw and .fbk files) do not need to be converted using this tool; they can be imported directly into Family Tree Maker 2010 For Mac. It is also possible to convert FTM files created in the Mac version to open in Windows FTM 2010 and 011.

If you want to share your Family Tree Maker files with friends or family who are 
using a different format that can be read on the other operating system 
File Migration Utility

The Family Tree Maker File Migration Utility converts Family Tree Maker 2010 and 2011

Windows files so they can be opened in Family Tree Maker for Mac. To convert your files, you‘ll need:

1) 
A Family Tree Maker file (you can convert files created in Family Tree Maker 2008, 2009, 2010, or 2011 Family Tree Maker 2010 for Mac).

3) 
The Family Tree Maker File Migration Utility installed on a PC.

4) 
The ability to transfer files between a Mac and a PC (this might be a network connection flash drive, CD or DVD, or FTP site). 
Note: Uninstall any older versions of the file migration utility. 
“Downloading and Installing the File Migration Utility

1) 
Download the File Migration Utility from http://www.familytreemaker.com/Support/

Migrate142Exe.” 

(You won’t see a website, but you’ll get a message asking to you want to Run or Save the file. Click the down arrow beside Save and select Save As and navigate to your Downloads folder and click Save.) 
2) 
Double-click the filename FTMFileMigrationUtility_Setup142.exe.

3)
Follow the instructions that appear on the screen to complete installation. Once installation is complete, the conversion tool will launch automatically.

“Converting a File

1)
If necessary, open the conversion tool by selecting Start—Programs--FTM File Migration Utility--FTM File Migration Utility. The migration wizard opens. 
2) 
Select a conversion option. You can convert a Windows file to a Mac file or a Mac file to a Windows file.

3) 
Click the Browse button to locate the Family Tree Maker file you want to convert. You can choose between a .ftm file ("regular" PC tree file) and a .ftmb (PC backup file), or a .ftmm file ("regular" Mac tree file) and a .ftmd (Mac backup file). 
4) 
You can enter a name for the tree in the Output tree field and also select a location 

for the new tree.

5) 
If you want to include media items linked to the tree, make sure the Include media files checkbox is selected.

Note: If you are converting a .ftm file, the utility will search for the tree's Media folder. If the tool locates the folder, your media items will be included in the new tree.

If you've moved the Media folder, the utility may not be able to locate it. To ensure that your new tree contains your media items, you might want to convert a .ftmb backup file

Instead of a .ftm file (backup files already include your media items).

6) 
Click Create File. A message tells you when the conversion is complete. Click close.

Does this tool convert Mac files too?

Yes. You can use this tool to convert files from Family Tree Maker 2010 for Mac so they can be opened in Family Tree Maker 2010 or 2011 (for Windows.

Will I lose any data in my tree when I convert it?

Because of formatting changes, Family Tree Maker 2011 files that are converted into Mac files will not include saved charts, reports, and books.

Can I convert files created in older versions of Family Tree Maker? 
Files created in older versions of Family Tree Maker versions 5 to 16  (.ftw and .fbk files) do not need to be converted using this tool; they can be imported directly into Family Tree Maker 2010 for Mac.
